Directions: Each of your exhibits will be graded using the following rubric.  Your score from this rubric will determine your score out of the possible twenty five points.  Please see me if you have any questions regarding this assignment.  Bring this rubric the day of the drug fair.
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1. Very specific topic as opposed to general "common knowledge." Focus in on one key aspect of a general topic.   The narrower the better. (Example: Rohypnol vs. Club drugs)

2. Interesting and creative Audiovisual.  This could include any tangible item not listed below in the resource file set-up and may include such items as a posterboard, demonstration, music.

3. Mini-resource file set up.  You must include 4 items from the following.  Books, Internet articles, professional journal articles, brochures, pamphlets, newspaper articles, magazine articles.  All must be within the last 2 years.  ALL SOURCES CANNOT COME FROM THE INTERNET.   However you may find magazine articles, newspaper articles, etc. on the Internet, these are considered different.  A bibliography/works cited page is not necessary.

4. Self-produced 1-sided fact sheet with key points and facts listed.  If using graphics limit to one.  Incorporate statistics when applicable.  Focus on creativity and ease of reading. I will pass around examples if you would like another go to http://www.cdc.gov.  
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5. Overall quality of work demonstrated.  Including evidence of preparation, creative & interesting, complete in all aspects.

You will also be expected to provide a brief overview of your topic to the class and anything you think we should know or that you found interesting upon the completion of the drug fair.

Hints for Success:

1) Do not use your fact sheet as your audiovisual: don’t simply glue/tape your fact sheet to a piece of poster board.

2) Don’t forget to bring in your sources.  In the past students have lost points for simply bringing in a bibliography/works cited page.  You are going to physically bring in your resources and place them in front of your presentation.

3) Spend some time organizing/formatting your fact sheet.  Use some of Word’s bells and whistles…

4) Creativity is a must for your audiovisual!
