Rules/Format

●  A $1000 Donation peer team is the suggested goal, with the team seeking

fundraising through their sponsoring organization or personal contacts.   There are several effective ways to raise funds and donations.  Team members can solicit donations from individuals such as friends and family members. You can solicit companies and local business to help sponsor.  Many corporations have matching donations available. Example:   If there are 10 players per team and each player raises $10 from 10 people you have easily reached your goal.

●   There will be two tournaments held on March 04th with the Recreational (first)

      session starting at 12:00pm and the Competitive session starting at 4:00pm. 

      Team check in time is ½ hour earlier than your scheduled play time.

●   Bring your team roster, pledge sheets and your donations with you to check-in   

     on March  04th to  Benedictine University

●   The tournament will be held at the Rice Center of Benedictine University, 

      Maple & College, Lisle, Il.

●   Each team will consist of a mixture of men and women ages 14 and older. At 
      least one member of each gender must be on the court at all times. Teams 

      should have at least 6 players and no more than 12 players .

●   Each team will play a minimum of 4 matches in a round-robin format.  Each 

      match will consist of one game, lasting a maximum of 25 minutes. A championship

     round will be held for the teams with the best record in each grouping.

●   Standard scoring will be utilized.  The winner of each game will be the first team 

      to reach 15 points in the game with a 2-point spread.  The game will terminate at 

      the end of 25 minutes, regardless of the score at the time.

●   Games will be self-refereed…a monitor will be present to help keep score and 

     provide guidance.  A six-member team will be on the court and extra members are 

     rotated in prior to your service.

●  T-shirts will be given to every players –different team colors will be distributed.

     Prizes awarded for the 1st and 2nd place team in each division and the largest  team

     Donation.
